John 3:16 (NKJV)
“For God so loved the world that He gave His only 
begotten Son,
that whoever believes in Him should not perish but have 
everlasting life.”

Love Came First

• Christmas began with love, not a manger
• God loved before anyone asked
• God loved before anyone said sorry

The Lost Sheep

• One sheep went missing
• The shepherd left the 99
• He went looking for the one

God notices when someone is missing.

Luke 15:1-7



The Prodigal Son

• A son ran away
• The father waited
• The father ran
• The father welcomed him home

God’s love restores, not rejects.

Luke 15:11-32



What this means for us

• God sees us when we feel lost
